  The Festival of Nations and NAAM

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Volunteering for the Festival of Nations (May 3-6, 2007 at RiverCentre in Saint Paul) is a fun and social way 
to give back to the community and to the club.  Whether it’s frying patat or oliebollen, dipping cream puffs in 
chocolate, or serving eager customers, whether it’s learning and performing a new dance step to help present 
and promote Dutch folkdance, or whether it’s calling volunteers and licking stamps and envelopes, your 
hours as a volunteer are needed and desired.  Festival volunteering is the backbone of the club, supporting it 
and allowing it to stand firmly as a part of the Twin Cities and Minnesota community. 
 
Many years ago, preparation for the Festival of Nations meant practicing riding bicycles while wearing 
klompen.  NAAM doesn’t ask that level of dedication from its volunteers for the Festival these days, but the 
participation of current members is crucial and important to the financial health and long term stability of the 
club’s existence.  Fifty-eight percent of NAAM’s 2006 income was earned by way of NAAM’s involvement 
at the Festival (by comparison, membership dues provided 39% of 2006 income).  These funds enable 
NAAM to serve its members in a variety of ways, such as the newsletter, the Web site, and the underwriting 
of costs for NAAM events throughout the year.  While the picture of post-WWII NAAM children in their 
Dutch costumes and klompen circling the dance performance area on their bicycles, handlebars twined with 
flowers, is an enchanting one, the vision of future participation of NAAM volunteers is equally captivating. 
 
Festival of Nations rules require participating groups to balance the financial aspect with artistic or 
informative ones.  To be able to present a café or bazaar area, NAAM must also provide a cultural 
presentation of dance or exhibit.  The Dutch dance group is greatly appreciated for annual performances at 
the Festival, which allows NAAM to participate also with a café.  Lacking willing volunteers to organize the 
exhibit portion of the Festival this year, NAAM was not able to present a cultural exhibit for 2007.  It would 
be wonderful to be able to participate again in this section of the event in future years, especially since there 
have been such engaging (and at times, award-winning) exhibits in the past.  Topics have ranged from flower 
auctions, Koninginnedag, Alkmaar cheese market, the canal system in the Netherlands, to children’s games, 
weddings, costumes (hats and caps), and even the Elfstedentocht.  
 
The Festival of Nations has been in existence longer than many realize – since 1932.  It has been staged in 
various formats and at various intervals.  For a period of time it was held every three years rather than on a 
yearly basis, and it was even suspended for a period of time during WWII.  NAAM has had a long history of 
participation, thanks to  volunteers like you.  The roll call of people who have given freely of their time is 
extensive.  Over a hundred volunteers participate each year, and each one is deeply appreciated.  
 
NAAM’s participation in the Festival has long included a café presenting Dutch treats.  The menu served in 
the café over the years has featured patat, appel beignets, Dutch potato salad, zebra sandwiches, cheese, 
cookies, licorice, candies, coffee and milk.  Some introductions were wildly successful, such as the cream 
puff introduced by Hans and Lydia Riem; while other attempts like kroketten proved less practical to 
implement.  
 
The adult and children folkdance program has also been a consistent part of the Dutch contribution to the 
Festival of Nations.  In the 1980’s and 1990’s, Jacob and Jannie Schuyt provided leadership for the adult 
dance group, now instructed by Christopher Yaeger.  Under Florence Hart’s direction, the “Dutch” children’s 
dance group sometimes has been comprised completely of Scottish children, but of course children from 
Dutch-American background are encouraged to join the fun.  If any adult or child would like to join the dance

Klompen Maker – The Clog Maker 

Our very own Klompenmaker! For those who do not know, the Klompenmaker was an important person in 
the “old” days of the Netherlands. This person created and crafted wooden shoes, also known as clogs.  

Traditional clogs were made out of willow or poplar wood and are both seen as a form of national dress and 
normal footwear in some parts of the Netherlands. Because of this, Dutch people are sometimes called 
cloggies, that is, clog-wearers. In Dutch, clogs are known as klompen. The traditional, all wooden, Dutch 
clogs have been officially labelled as safety shoes, passing European standards for the CE mark with flying 
colours. Today, Dutch clogs are available in many tourist shops. Wearing clogs is considered to be healthy 
for the feet. 

Fortunately for us, we do not need to fly to Holland to get our own pair of clogs. Mr Bob Siegler will be at 
the FON this year again.  Bob has been doing this since 1970 with a lot of support from the many Dutch 
friends. From 1990 to 2005 sales were steady, averaging about 60 pairs per day sold during the Festival. Mini 
clogs do even better and Bob has handcrafted all “minis” since 1969!

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Dutch dairy farmers moving to the 
Midwest 

 
John Huntjens just wants to milk cows. But the 
government in his native Netherlands had other 
ideas, it wanted most of his family’s farmland to 
turn it into a protected nature area. 
 
So four years ago Huntjens sold his milk quota and 
the family farm and moved to Wood Lake, 
Minnesota (due west of the Twin Cities, near the 
South Dakota border), where he currently runs a 
350-cow operation. 
 
Foreign farmers like Huntjens generally move to the 
US with a substantial amount of money. One way of 
obtaining residency in the country is making an 
investment of at least $500,000 tot $1 million. But 
that gets the immigrant only a temporary, but 
renewable, investor’s visa.  
 
If a dairy farmer wants to qualify for permanent 
residency, obtaining a so-called “green card,” he or 
she has to meet a number of additional conditions, 
including providing work for at least 10 legal 
workers. 
 
Huntjens’ move wasn’t as smooth as one would 
imagine. For example, when he bought his farm, he 
technically broke a 1971 Minnesota law that barred 
foreigners from owning land. The law was based on 
fears that foreigners coming in and buying land 
would increase prices and create unfair competition 
for the ‘native’ dairy farmers. 
 
In 2004 the law was changed, grandfathering in 
Huntjens and four other Dutch farmers in 
Minnesota. But restrictions remain: foreigners can 
own no more than 1,500 acres and have to actively 
try to obtain a “green card” within three years. 
Since the immigration bureaucracy – especially 
since 9/11 – makes it impossible to complete federal 
immigration procedures within that time, the law 
also grants the Minnesota Commissioner of 
Agriculture the power to extend that period. 
 

Next year, the first three-year period will be up. 
Current Minnesota Agriculture Commissioner Gene 
Hugoson is in favor of extending the time foreign 
dairy farmers can stay if they haven’t received a 
green card yet. But if there is a change in the 
administration in St. Paul, a new commissioner 
might have a different opinion.  
 
Minnesota could use more dairy farmers. In the last 
10 years, the state has lost a substantial number of 
dairy farms, dropping from 11,000 in 1996 to 5,800 
in 2005, according to Minnesota Agricultural 
Statistics. The state lost more than 100,000 cows, 
from 583,000 in 1996 to 453,000 in 2005.  
 
But efforts to expand existing farms, let alone bring 
in new large farms – either from other states or from 
abroad – are stymied by the current judicial review 
process, lack of consistent permitting rules and 
challenges by townships and organizations. 
 
Bob Levebvre, executive director of the Minnesota 
Milk Producers Association in St. Cloud, says his 
group welcomes new dairy farmers. But he thinks 
the state should not be actively looking to bring in 
people from outside at this point.  “We should first 
strengthen the existing infrastructure and help our 
existing dairy producers,” before welcoming 
outsiders. 
 
Minnesota’s protective stance is markedly different 
from Wisconsin and South Dakota, just to name two 
examples. Case Dorresteyn, a Dutchman in 
Madison, Wisconsin, has already helped about a 
dozen Dutch farmers move to the state and is 
frequently called upon to lead tours of prospective 
Western European immigrants looking to move to 
the New World. He says Wisconsin welcomes 
outsiders and is even working with federal 
immigration authorities to make it easier for foreign 
investors to obtain green cards. 
 
In South Dakota, another Dutchman, Joop Bollen, 
has been working with the state for a couple of 
years helping bring in foreigners. “We currently 
have almost 20 European dairy farmers, and two

Canadians in the state,” he says. They work farms 
with between 700 and 1400 cows. 
 
Foreign investors and farmers moving in from other 
states might be one reason the decline in cow 
numbers in South Dakota has turned around. The 
state had 115,000 milk cows in 1996, according to 
the USDA’s National Agricultural Statistics 
Service. That number reached a low of 7,900 in 
2004 but has since increased to 8,100 on January 1, 
2006. 
 
Bollen recently expanded his activities to include 
Asian investors. These are not necessarily dairy 
farmers but they put a lot of money into operations 
of local farmers. An average operation using Asian 
money, milks about 2,000 cows and one group is 
currently building an 8,600 cow dairy. Bollen says 
that projects built or being built using Asian money, 
starting from mid-2005, will result in an additional 
20,000 cows. 
 
Three Summary points: 
- Minnesota restricts foreign dairy farmers to 1,500 
acres and a three-year (renewable) residence permit. 
- to qualify for an investor’s visa immigrants need 
to invest at least $500,000 to $1 million in their 
operation. 
- Foreign investors have contributed at least 20,000 
cows to the South Dakota dairy herd.
